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Policy on the use of ArƟficial Intelligence Technology for Academic WriƟng  

 

IntroducƟon 

The purpose of this policy is to explain the guidelines and expectaƟons regarding the use of ArƟficial 
Intelligence technology for academic wriƟng at Ascencia Malta Business School. This policy applies to 
all enrolled students.  

Use of ArƟficial Intelligence (AI) for Academic WriƟng 

Ascencia Malta Business School acknowledges, celebrates and supports the use of AI technology to 
assist students in their academic journey. The following are guidelines as to acceptable use for 
academic work.  

1) Direct copying: Students are strictly prohibited from submiƫng work that is copied directly from 
AI-generated sources. Students are expected to demonstrate that they have thought through the 
work and have added their own style, ideas and criƟcal thinking to the wriƟng. Failure to provide 
authenƟc work will be considered plagiarism, and this violates the principles of academic integrity 
required by all students. Academic work submiƩed by students will be monitored using TurniƟn 
soŌware to ensure fairness in assessing the authenƟcity of students’ work.  

2) Consequences: Failure to comply with the above will result in disciplinary acƟon against the 
student which includes: 

- Receiving a failing grade due to a lack of originality and academic dishonesty 

- Being asked to redo the wriƟng assignment in a given Ɵmeframe 

- In the case of repeated instances of failing to comply with this policy, students will face academic 
penalƟes that include but are not limited to suspension and grade reducƟon.
